INTERNATIONAL YEAR OF COOPERATION 2025 – EAST 

GODAVARI DISTRICT PROGRAMMES DURING THE MONTH OF JUNE 

2025 

As part of the state-wide "Swara Andhra – Swachh Andhra" 

initiative, a massive plantation drive was undertaken in East Godavari 

District on 21st June 2025 (3rd Saturday of June). The programme 

aimed to promote environmental sustainability and community participation 

in improving green cover. 

A total of 10,700 saplings were planted across the district, with active 

participation from all 107 Primary Agricultural Cooperative Societies (PACSs). 

Each PACS contributed by planting 100 saplings within their respective 

operational areas, ensuring a wide and equitable distribution of plantation 

efforts throughout the district. 

This mass plantation was carried out with the support of the District 

Cooperative Officer and the cooperation of PACS staff, local farmers, 

community members, and allied departments. The initiative not only 

contributes to environmental conservation but also highlights the pivotal role 

of cooperative societies in social and ecological development. 

The programme reflects the district’s commitment to green initiatives 

and aligns with the broader goals of the Government of Andhra Pradesh to 

promote sustainable agriculture, clean surroundings, and community welfare 

under the Swachh Andhra vision.

2.  Awareness Programme on utilization of Fertilizers & 
Requirement for Khariff to members and other farmers in 
Torredu PACS – IYC 2025  
 

In view of the commencement of the Kharif cultivation season, Mandal 

Agriculture Officer Mr. Bheemaraju advised farmers to adopt scientific 

methods for fertilizer usage to enhance crop yields. As part of the 
International Year of Cooperatives – 2025, an awareness programme 

was organized on Friday i.e., on 25.06.2025 at the office of the Torredu 

Primary Agricultural Cooperative Credit Society in East Godavari district. The 

programme was conducted under the supervision of the Andhra Pradesh 

Agriculture Department and the Cooperation Department, with the 

participation of society members and farmers. 

Speaking on the occasion, the Mandal Agriculture Officer warned that 

excessive use of fertilizers can damage crops and disturb the nutrient balance 

in the soil. He emphasized the importance of conducting soil tests before the 

Kharif season and using the test results to determine appropriate fertilizer 
quantities. He suggested applying fertilizers only in the required doses at the 

correct growth stages based on agricultural officers' advice. 

He highlighted the importance of promoting the use of Neem-coated 

urea, which helps prevent wastage and ensures better absorption by crops 

while preserving soil biodiversity. Scientific farming methods not only improve 

yield and income but also enhance soil health. He urged farmers to follow 
government guidelines and utilize the services and advice offered by the 

Agriculture Department to achieve better yields. "Healthy soil is the foundation 

of good crops," he added. 

Farmers should use fertilizers according to their field conditions. He 

recommended applying urea in split doses (two or three times) instead of all 

at once and using Nitrogen (N), Phosphorus (P), Potash (K), and 
micronutrients only if the soil lacks them. It is crucial to understand nutrient 

availability in the soil before the crop season begins by testing soil samples at 

the nearest Rythu Seva Kendra (RBK). District Cooperative Officer Mr. M. 

Venkata Ramana, the chief guest, stressed increasing the use of organic 
fertilizers to improve soil microbial activity and reduce dependency on 

chemical fertilizers. He encouraged the use of Jeevamrutam, Panchagavya, 

compost, and vermicompost along with chemical fertilizers to enhance soil 

fertility.

He advised farmers to consult agricultural officers immediately if any 

crop-related issues arise during the season, to prevent losses. He reiterated 
that excessive fertilizer usage does not lead to higher yields, and only proper 

dosages can achieve desired results. Trained farmers and cooperative society 

members should educate neighboring farmers. 

He cautioned that using fake fertilizers not only reduces yield but also 

depletes soil fertility. He stressed that purchasing fertilizers only through RBKs 

and Cooperative Societies ensures quality and avoids such risks.

the awareness programme. 
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3.  Awareness Programme on utilization of Fertilizers & 
Requirement for Khariff to members and other farmers in 
PASIVEDALA – IYC 2025   
 

In view of the commencement of the Kharif cultivation season, farmers 

are advised to adopt scientific methods for fertilizer usage to enhance paddy 

yields, said Dr. Ch.V. Narasimharao, Scientist and Yeruvaka Coordinator. As 

part of the International Year of Cooperatives 2025, an awareness 

programme was organized on Saturday at the office of the Rangaraya Vishala 
Cooperative Credit Society, Pasivedala, East Godavari district, in coordination 

with the Andhra Pradesh Agriculture Department. The programme saw the 

participation of society members and local farmers. 

Addressing the gathering, Dr. Narasimharao cautioned that excessive 

use of fertilizers may damage crops and disturb the nutrient balance in the 

soil. He recommended cultivating alternative varieties like 1318 instead of the 
commonly grown Swarna variety. He noted that the crop duration of 1318 is 
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around 160 days and that this variety requires less fertilizer, eliminating the 

need for a third-stage fertilizer application. Fertilizers should be applied only 

when needed, he stressed. 

He advised using complex fertilizers only during the initial stage and 

mentioned that applying them in the second and third stages is ineffective. 

Overuse of fertilizers extends crop duration and harms soil health, he warned. 

Farmers were advised to get soil tests done before the Kharif season and 
determine fertilizer dosage based on the test report. Fertilizers should only be 

applied at the correct growth stages and in appropriate quantities as per 

agricultural officers’ guidance.He strongly discouraged the practice of mixing 

fertilizers with weedicides, noting that it is ineffective and offers no benefit. 

Assistant Director Ms. Jaya Ramalakshmi emphasized that scientific 

farming helps increase yield and income while also improving soil health. She 
stressed the importance of soil testing prior to the cropping season to identify 

nutrient deficiencies. Using fertilizers unnecessarily or in excess will not 

increase yield, she said. 

Mandal Agriculture Officer Gangadhar Rao pointed out that East 

Godavari district ranks third in urea consumption, which increases the burden 

of subsidies on the Central Government. The government bears a subsidy of 
₹1,525 per bag of urea. He emphasized that overuse of fertilizers is damaging 

soil fertility and that fertilizers should be used based on field conditions. He 

encouraged the use of Neem-coated urea, which minimizes wastage and 

ensures efficient delivery to crops while preserving soil micro-organisms. 

He advised against using phosphorus-rich complex fertilizers in the 
second and third stages, as excessive phosphorus leads to zinc deficiency in 

the soil. Potash should be applied only in the final stage, not at the beginning, 

he added. 

District Cooperative Officer M. Venkata Ramana advocated for increased 

use of organic fertilizers, which enhance soil microbial activity and reduce 

dependence on chemical fertilizers. Combining Jeevamrutam, Panchagavya, 
compost, and vermi-compost with chemical fertilizers can further improve soil 

fertility, he explained. He advised farmers to consult agricultural officers for 

timely guidance during the crop season to avoid losses. 

District Cooperative Audit Officer Jagannadha Reddy urged trained 

farmers and society members to spread awareness among fellow farmers by 

sharing their knowledge. He warned that the use of fake fertilizers not only 
reduces yields but also damages the fertility of the land. He emphasized that 

buying quality fertilizers from cooperative societies is the only way to avoid 
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such issues.  The awareness programme was attended by Society CEO Mr. 

Srinivas, farmers from Pasivedala, and others.
