Tejbir Sandhu (Sr. Manager,
Ferozepur DCCB) underscored the importance of the cooperative movement and the
pillars of financial inclusion—savings, credit, and insurance.

« Market linkage: DDM NABARD encouraged establishment of a ‘Rural Mart’ in the
district to strengthen PACS-led retail, input supply, and marketing of local produce.

» Cooperative journey & NABARD interventions: Overview of the sector’s journey and
NABARD’s support in credit, infrastructure, financial inclusion, and capacity building for
