CHHATTISGARH'S Cooperative
Minister Kedar Kashyap met with
Union Minister of State for Cooperation
Murli Dhar Moholin New Delhi, seek-
ing enhanced support to propel the
state’s cooperativesectorinalignment
with Prime Minister Narendra Modi's
‘Sahakar se Samriddhi’ vision.
Accompanied by Chhattisgarh's
Additional Chief Secretary for
Cooperation Subrat Sahu and
Commissioner for Cooperation
Kuldeep Sharma, Minister Kashyap
presented Chhattisgarh'sachievements
and submitted demands to strength-
en cooperative initiatives in the state.
Minister Kashyap emphasised the
state’s steady progress in cooperative
development and urged the Centre’s
swift approval for several critical pro-
posals. He highlighted the need for
approval for computerisation of 30
remaining PACS (Ptimary Agricultural

Cooperative Societies) alongside 500 | .
new PACS. Kashyap also called forthe
establishment of NABARD's training '
institute'BIRD' in Chhattisgarh to train -

PACS, DCCB, and Apex Bank employ-
ees. Additionally, he underscored full
concessional refinance support from
NABARD under Short-Term Agriculture
Loan Scheme to meet Chhattisgarh’s
Rs 8,500 crore credit target for FY2024-
25. He pointed out that currently, only
Rs 1,150 crore (14.9%) has been pro-
vided, creating financial constraints.
Kashyap requested the waiver of Rs
84.79 lakh in delayed interest for the

Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel Cooperative

Sugar Mill, which has already repaid
Rs137.84 crore. He further sought per-
mission for State sugar mills to sell
higher sugar quotastofacilitate prompt
payments to sugarcane farmers.
Topromoteeconomicgrowthin trib-
al regions, Kashyap outlined the gov-
ernment’s plan to provide 650 milch
animals to 325 tribal families across
sixdistricts, aimed atboostingincome
through dairy cooperatives. He also
elaborated on Chhattisgarh's efforts to
strengthen organic fa.rmmg practices.

He further
announced that all 2,058 PACS in
Chhattisgarh are nowlive on digital plat-
forms, with fulle-PACS integration tar-
geted by April 2025.
