Tree plantation drives as part of the “Ek Ped Maa Ke Naam” initiative, CSC training workshop, 
Training related to provisions of service under Common Service Centre conducted by District 
manager at Bilaspur, Modal AGM of an FPO promoted by The Dadhol PACS was organized in 
collaboration with NCDC, A Financial Literacy Camp in collaboration with HP State Cooperative 
Bank was organized, Training on Digital Tools for Cooperatives organized at Alfa ITI Hamirpur, 
Agriculture extension workshop in collaboration with IFFCO, generating awareness about the use 
of Nano Urea, DAP, and Sagrika which has the potential to lower material and labour costs and 
enhance farmer’s income, Training Programme on Capacity Building organized by RICM 
Chandigarh at Sundernagar, Cooperative Literacy Camp at Krishi Vigyan Kendra Chamba, An 
awareness camp was organized in collaboration with DDM NABARD, Krishi Vigyan Kendra and 
Horticulture Department.

 To demonstrate best practices in cooperative governance and encourage transparency, 
accountability, and member participation in FPOs. 

 To improve understanding of basic financial concepts, banking procedures, credit 
awareness, and financial planning among cooperative members and the rural public. 

 To enhance the digital capabilities of cooperative societies for better record keeping, 
service delivery, and transparency in operations. 

 To educate farmers about innovative and cost-effective agricultural inputs like Nano 
Urea, DAP, and Sagrika, aiming to increase productivity and profitability. 

 To strengthen leadership, managerial, and operational skills of cooperative personnel and 
functionaries for efficient cooperative functioning.

 Hundreds of saplings planted across various locations; community members participated 
actively, fostering a sense of personal responsibility toward the environment. 

 Participants gained hands-on understanding of CSC functionalities, improving 
accessibility and utilization of digital public services in rural areas. 

 Demonstrated ideal procedures for conducting AGMs; increased transparency, 
accountability, and inspired replication by other FPOs and PACS. 

 Participants gained awareness about savings, credit, insurance, and other financial 
services, empowering them to make informed financial decisions. 

 Strengthened digital adoption in cooperative operations; members trained in using 
accounting software, MIS tools, and online portals. 

 Farmers were introduced to Nano Urea, DAP, and Sagrika; feedback indicated improved 
knowledge of cost-saving inputs and willingness to adopt modern agricultural practices. 

 Participants improved their cooperative management skills, resulting in better 
leadership, planning, and service delivery within societies.
